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1.2 RELEVANCE TO PROJECT OBJECTIVES

Dissemination of the project results and impact generation are key activities to reach the project objectives.
The focus of SoBigData is on development of a research infrastructure (RI) providing an integrated
ecosystem for ethic-sensitive scientific discoveries and advanced applications of social data mining on the
various dimensions of social life, as recorded by “big data”. The research methods are of especial relevance
to academia, but also open interesting impact opportunities aimed at diverse stakeholders. Therefore, a
careful planning of the actions to be taken both for dissemination and impact generation is of the highest
importance.

1.3 RELATION TO OTHER WORKPACKAGES

Dissemination and impact generation activities are horizontal activities that last for the entire duration of
the project. Therefore, there is a clear interaction with all work packages.

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2 DISSEMINATION PLAN

2.1 DISSEMINATION PLAN SPECIFICATION

SoBigData has adopted a multi-channel, multi-target dissemination approach. Since SoBigData is a research
infrastructure, the main dissemination targets are social data scientists, which currently span multiple
research communities (data mining and pattern discovery, text and social media mining, mobility analytics,
social network analysis, visual analytics, etc.). Furthermore, SoBigData is also complement these channels
with innovation actions and events aimed at companies in our target verticals (especially SMEs),
government organisations, and policy makers. Since the project will produce a new research infrastructure,
as well as new open-source tools and services, training and cross-disciplinary community building is also a
target.

The SoBigData website has been redesigned in collaboration with WP7 and WP10 and it is constantly
updated. For further details see Section 2.2.2. Furthermore, SoBigData actively promotes the research
infrastructure and its services to the large big data research community through his social media channels.

With respect to the old version, the user experience in the project portal has been improved and the layout
is now very clear and effective. The new version of the homepage shows an overview of the website’s
content, thus the user can immediately see the topic of the project and what he can find on the website as
well as in the research infrastructure.

Further content on the home page is the “blog and news” section, with an overview of latest news and the

The bottom part of the page gives the user an overview of the SoBigData consortium, with a map of Europe
with the distribution of the partners and the logo of each partner.

The main menu has been also redesigned and simplified in order to be more effective. More details about

2.2.3 SOBIGDATA GATEWAY RESTYLING

2.4.5 TUSCAN BIG DATA CHALLENGE

The Tuscan Big Data Challenge is a national initiative devoted to Tuscan SMEs interested in exploring the
potential of big data in improving the production processes, their market or their interaction with
customers and suppliers. This event is organized in collaboration of WP5. The SoBigData.it lab offers the
support of his scientists to analyse companies’ data and to produce a proof of concepts to be further
developed. The analysis of such data can help the SMEs to improve efficiency, predict failures and reduce
the number of defective parts brought on the market.

In Autumn 2017 started the second edition of the Tuscan Big Data Challenge. More details are available in
Appendix B. TUSCAN BIG DATA CHALLENGE.

2.4.6 MASTER IN BIG DATA ANALYTICS & SOCIAL MINING

The Post-Graduate Master in Big Data Analysis and Social Mining is a post-graduate master course that
takes place at the University of Pisa, Italy and is organised by the University of Pisa, the Istituto di
Informatica e Telematica of the Italian National Research Council and the Istituto di Scienza e Tecnologie
dell’ Informazione of the Italian National Research Council.

The Post-Graduate Master has a one-year duration and its attendance is worth 60 European Credit Transfer
and Accumulation System points. This post-graduate master has an interdisciplinary approach, focusing on
the diverse skills needed to interact with the technological, analytical, narrative and ethical aspects of Big
Data. More details are available in D4.2 “Training Activities: planning, material and reports 1” and in the
dedicated website https://masterbigdata.it/ .

2.4.7 DATA SCIENCE PH.D.

The Data Science Ph.D. is a joint initiative by SoBigData and five of the most important research institutions
in the Tuscan area: Scuola Normale Superiore, University of Pisa, National Research Council, Sant’Anna
School of Advanced Studies and IMT Lucca.

The Ph.D. in Data Science is aimed at educating the new generation of researchers that combine their
disciplinary competences with those of a “data scientist”, able to exploit data and models for advancing
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knowledge in their own disciplines, or across diverse disciplines. To this purpose, the Ph.D. in Data Science
develops a mix of knowledge and skills on the methods and technologies for the management of large,
heterogeneous and complex data, for data sensing (how to harvest data), for data analysis and mining (how
to make sense of data), for data visualization and storytelling (how to narrate data), for understanding the
ethical issues and the social impact of Data Science.

The duration of the Data Science Ph.D. program is three years and is open to students from all disciplines
that want to study the Data Science tools for applications in different fields of research. More details are
available in D4.2 “Training Activities: planning, material and reports 1”7
https://www.unipi.it/index.php/english .

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APPENDIX B. TUSCAN BIG DATA CHALLENGE

B.1 Description of the Challenge

The Tuscan Big Data Challenge is an initiative devoted to Tuscan SMEs interested in exploring the potential
of big data for improving the production processes, their market or their interaction with customers and
suppliers.

The Tuscan Data Challenge gives the opportunity to Tuscan SMEs, which usually do not use their data, to
enter into the world of Big Data and exploit its potential. The challenge consists in the free involvement of
SoBigData.it laboratory, formed by researchers of Tuscan universities and research centres such as CNR in
Pisa, the IMT Studies Lucca, the Scuola Normale Superiore, and the University of Pisa.

In November 2017 started the second edition of the challenge.
The challenge was launched by means of the web sites SoBigData.eu, SoBigData.it as well as a dedicated
Facebook page (www.facebook.com/tuscanchallenge). Presentation events have been organized in Pisa,
Siena and Lucca involving the network of the innovation hubs. SMEs taking part in the challenge had to
describe their project and the data they wish to analyse with the support of SoBigData.it Infrastructure,
possibly adding to it all with a solution for developing an idea.

B.1.2 Tuscan Big Data Challenge: activities

The call has been launched in November 15th, 2017. In January 2018 researchers of SoBigData.it selected 4
(out of 13) of the most interesting projects and started supporting for free the selected companies in the
creation of a Proof of Concept. The selected companies operate in different sectors: energy, manufacturing,
bank and finance, software and system engineering, e-commerce.

From January 2018 the winning companies started working together with researchers from the SoBigData.it
and started using the methodologies and software tools in the big-data analysis platform in the laboratory
itself.

Each selected project has a total duration of two months (for a total of 1P/M), during which one o more
researchers join a team providing the knowledge and the required ICT support to develop the activities. In
line with the legal and ethical aspects related to data and algorithms use, and in accordance to the aims of
the SoBigData Research Infrastructure, the researchers and the companies involved in the challenge signed
of a confidentiality agreement (NDA) to protect information and data that the companies share with

researchers.

B.1.2.2 Tuscan Big Data Challenge selection criteria

The scientific committee, composed by members of SoBigData.it Lab defined the following guidelines for
the selection of the submitted projects:

1) Feasibility in the time span of 1 P/M

2) Coherence with SoBigData main topics

3) Scientific impact

4) Sector innovation

5) Relevance for the development of the applicant enterprise
6) Potential impact on Media

7) Sustainability of the project in the medium term
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A score of 0-5 points has been assigned to each criterion, while the final ranking has been obtained by

summing-up all the points assigned by the members of the committee.

B.1.3 Tuscan Big Data Challenge impact figures

During the dissemination period of the Challenge more than 200 SMEs have been contacted through
mailing list and Facebook page, while about 30 SMEs have been directly involved in the road show during

the three event organized.
